The Pearce
Memorial
Library and
Material
Culture Center
at The Texas
Quilt Museum

has grown to

11,201 items: books, periodicals,
textiles, quilt calendars, and
CDs/DVDs.

Significant acquisitions from the
Cynthia Collier Collection and from
Karey Bresenhan are responsible

for the increase in numbers (and
quality). Cynthia’s books enjoy a
separate place in the library, entitled
The Cynthia Collier Collection: The
Library of a Texas Quilter.

Particularly noteworthy in that
collection are 35 three-ring
notebooks containing scholarly
articles, patterns, and personal
notes and correspondence revealing
her dedication to developing
contemporary approaches to the
traditional Baltimore quilt.

Cynthia’s collection of children’s
quilt story books (some 50 in

all), are resources for the Saturday
reading program here and also tie in
with the Summer Quilting Camp
for young, budding quilters.

One of the most recent gifts is a
collection of The Magazine Antiques,
179 of them, dated from 1930-
1988, donor unknown. Those join
our distinguished collection of
Needlecraft and Hollands magazines
from the ‘20s and ‘30s and connect
nicely with our collection of WPA
‘30s Patterns in the Marcia Kaylakie
Pattern Collection.

Another bright moment for the
library was the arrival of two oak
blue-print cases for the exhibit
Antique Quilts from the Koval
Collection. Those have allowed us
to display all of the Koval pieces for

the first time.

The Faith and Charles Bybee
Foundation provided a grant of
$1,000 for materials to protect
and exhibit those materials. The
collection features roile de jouy
pieces, which are complemented
by annotation and illustration.
Ina separate drawer, visitors may
now explore Christophe-Phillipe
Oberkampf’s factory and printing
and drying procedures.

The library has become a popular
gathering space for visitors to chat
about textile printing, quilt patterns,
the “story” elements in zoile de jouy,
the development of the art quilt,
and personal experiences as quilters.




The Curator’s Report

We installed six exhibits and 292 quilts and dolls in 2023, bringing the total of exhibits
installed since the Museum opening to 107.

Winter 2022 saw the installation
of Red Work from the Collection of
Rosie deLeon-McCrady, with partial

sponsorship provided by the Lucille
Gaebler Klein Fund, in our Gallery I.
Redwork embroidery became popular

in the 1800’s when the dyeing process
for Turkey Red Thread developed with

colorfast techniques. It was the only

thread that was colorfast at the time.

Rosie deLeon-McCrady was introduced
to Redwork Quilts by her mother-in-
law, Kathleen McCrady, and fell in love
with the technique early on and began

collecting antique and modern versions

of the Redwork embroidery found in

quilts. Rosie soon began designing

It’s always a pleasure to see some of the
Festival Judged Show Prizewinners up close
and personal. All the Prizewinners were
invited to travel their quilt to the Museum.

We saw four of the Master Award
Winners, including the Master Award
for Innovative Artistry, Born to Be Wild,
by Sue de Vanny of Australia, and
category winners such as the First Place
Miniature, Horseback Riding, by artist
Chirahu Takahashi of Japan. The quilts

were all outstanding!

We began the SPRING 2023 scason by
installing three different exhibits. Gallery
I saw the Houston Livestock Show and
Rodeo Blue Ribbon Winners Presented

by Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo
Quile (HLSR) Committee.

We began working on this cooperative
exhibit in 2022, to promote both the
Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo
Quilt Contest and the Texas Quilt
Museum. It was lovely to see the
exhibit come together and share the
quilts with our attendees.

The blue ribbon-winning quilts were
determined by a judging number range.
Every quilt that collected points that
fell within a certain range of points was
awarded a Blue Ribbon. We appreciate
HLSR for their cooperation and
participation, and we look forward to
working with them again to have the

2024 winners displayed again during
the 2024 Spring/Summer exhibition
at the Museum.
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We installed an exhibit honoring the late
beloved Texas quilter, Mary Ann Vaca-
Lambert, in A Tribute to Mary-Ann Vaca-
Lambert, which presented the history

of her art quilt journey. Many of her
family and friends helped her husband
Mark collect and document the quilts
displayed. Mark even spoke about Mary
Ann and her quilts on two different

occasions at the Museum. To see her
quilts gathered and presented in this
exhibit was awe inspiring! Who doesnt
remember La Virgen de Guadalupe, or
her Coneflower, both beautiful in their
own right? The colorful flowers and the
self-portrait are a must see. Sadly, Mary

Ann passed away in 2022.

Our final two exhibits for our Spring
season were What a Doll! (Curated by
elinor peace bailey) and Western Quilts
by Dr. Sarah Dryden.

We displayed 87 of the donated dolls in
Gallery III. The exhibit was a result of
elinor peace bailey wanting a permanent
home and possible display opportunities
for these beloved dolls. These were some
of the most interesting and attractive
dolls I've seen displayed together in a
very long time. Dolls and dollmaking
bring out the child in us, when our
imagination was colorful, whimsical,

and full of fantasy. We hope you had

the opportunity to enjoy this exhibit
of handmade dolls.




AUTUMN 2023 saw the Galleries I
and II filled with animals of all varieties.
Our call for entries in the exhibit A/
Creatures Great and Small, resulted in
over 90 entries for approximately 56
spaces. The jurors commented it was

The All Creatures Great and Small
franchise consists of a series of books,
movies, and TV series based on books
written by James Alfred Wight under the
pen name James Herriot, based on his
experiences as a veterinary surgeon.

About The Texas Quilt Museum

’ I Yhe Texas Quilt Museum is a
501(c)(3) not-for-profit entity.
It is housed in two historic
1890s buildings, which provide a
fine showcase for both antique and
contemporary quilt art with their
high ceilings, brick walls, and original
hardwood floors. Home for the new
museum is the picturesque Central
Texas town of La Grange, located on
the winding Colorado River between
two major highways, making it within
easy driving distance of the state’s major
cities and airline hubs. It also features
on-site the adjacent Grandmother’s
Flower Garden, the Pearce Memorial
Library and Material Culture Center,
and a Museum store.

History in the Making

The Texas Quilt Museum was a dream
and a goal for decades. As its founders
brought thousands of great quilts to
International Quilt Festival in Houston
each year since 1975, they realized
many people were unable to see them
because they were on view a relatively
short time. They wanted a place where
even more people could discover and
appreciate quilts as art in a setting that
showcased them for longer periods.

In La Grange, a small town in the
rolling hills of Central Texas, they
discovered a wonderful 19th century
building that had lost its luster over
time. Over two years, with the help of
skilled artisans guided by an architect
well-known for re-purposing historically
significant buildings, that luster has

been restored. During the process, an
allied building was acquired, increasing
exhibition space to more than 10,000
square feet in three galleries.

The museum officially opened on
November 13, 2011. Since then, it

has received a Main Street award, was

a finalist for the Texas Downtown
Association’s Presidents Award, and won
the prestigious 2012 Preservation Texas
award for transforming its two buildings
in the city’s historic district. It was also
voted Best Museum in Fayette County.
